	Ensure one leader with each group is first aid trained with a minimum of 16 hrs training
Each group should contain at least one adult

First aid kit must be taken on trip

Information about pre-existing medical conditions and medication should be carried

Leaders should be  briefed and understand planned emergency procedures
Pre-plan emergency procedures and communications

Ensure suitable means of communication such as mobile phones are in place

Ensure all participants have suitable footwear, clothing and equipment to match conditions
A group shelter must be carried on the day
